Ongoing patient
self-management education and support are critical to prevent acute complications
and reduce the risk of long-term complications. Significant evidence exists that
supports a range of interventions to improve diabetes outcomes. Diabetes Meet
2020 aims to encourage scientific exchange of ideas between the researchers at
the cutting-edge of this field, to critically and collectively address the current state
of the field and its future directions to strengthen the promotion of community
close interactions between researchers across all levels.

Over the past few decades number of cases of diabetes have been increasing
steadily. Global diabetes drug market was valued at 49.26 billion dollars in 2016
and is projected to reach global revenue of 66.29 billion dollars in 2021. Most used
drug in the market in 2016 was human insulin. Global diabetes market valued $125
billion in 2016 and is expected to reach $155 billion by 2021. Global market for
incretin-based therapeutics was valued $12.7 billion in 2014 and is expected to
reach $22.8 billion by 2019. Global market for obesity treatments should reach
over $7.8 billion by 2021 from $4.3 billion in 2016. Global market for Continuous
Glucose Monitoring(CGM) products valued $320.9 million n 2014 and is expected
to reach $783.9 million by 2019.

These sessions also provide a broad and comprehensive coverage of the Diabetes
and Endocrinology field, while focusing on several rapidly emerging sub-fields.
Each session will begin with a key thought-leader/practitioner who will present the
unmet needs in their discipline that may be addressed. This will be followed by
speakers, comprising of a mix of established senior leaders, rising star researchers,
physician-scientist-engineers, and researchers who are working to solve one of
the challenges in that discipline. In particular, the Organizing board decides the
welcomed talks and finalizes the oral & Poster sessions towards the conference.

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AN INTRO TO ROME
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ome is the capital of Italy and a special commune, it is a sprawling, cosmopolitan
Rcity with nearly 3,000 years of globally influential art, architecture and culture
on display. Ancient ruins such as the Forum and the Colosseum evoke the power of
the former Roman Empire. Vatican City, headquarters of the Roman Catholic Church,
has St. Peter’s Basilica and the Vatican Museums, which house masterpieces such as

Michelangelo’s Sistine Chapel frescoes.

Rome also serves as the capital of the Lazio region. With 2,877,215 residents in 1,285
km2 (496.1 sq mi), it is also the country’s most populated comune. It is the fourth-most
populous city in the European Union by population within city limits. It is the center of
the Metropolitan City of Rome, which has a population of 4.3 million residents. Rome
is located in the central-western portion of the Italian Peninsula, within Lazio (Latium),
along the shores of the Tiber. The Vatican City is an independent country inside the
city boundaries of Rome, the only existing example of a country within a city: for this

reason Rome has been often defined-as capital of two states.

Rome’s histary spans more'than 2,500 years. While Roman mythology dates the
founding of Rome at around 753 BC, the site has been inhabited for much longer,

making it one of the oldest continuously'occupied:Sites‘in Europe. The city’s early

population orlgunated from a mlxpf Latin’s, Etruscans and Sabines.
